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I Notice

1. When attaching this filter, do not apply excessive force to push the filter in.

Also, be careful not to touch the electrical contacts or sensor on the camera during attachment or removal.

2. When shooting with a wide-angle lens, image degradation may occur at the corners of the image.

3. Remove and store this filter separately from the camera when not in use.

4. After removing the filter, we recommend using a commercially available lens blower to clean the camera
mount and the filter. Refrain from using an air duster, as it may cause damage or malfunction to both the
filter and the camera body.

5. This filter is developed for use with the E-M1 Mark III ASTRO, but it can also be attached to other models.
See our website for details.

6. When using this filter for shooting, sometimes it may be difficult to focus with 'Starry Sky AF.'

In such cases, adjust the focus manually.
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How to attach the filter / Z«ILY—OERD}FH

Remove dust from the filter surface using a commercially available lens blower in a clean
place.Then remove the lens.
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Grasp the frame of the filter with the non OM SYSTEM branded side facing up, and set it with
the notched part of the frame facing downward. Gently press the frame with your fingers to
evenly insert the filter, ensuring it is parallel to the sensor. Avoid applying excessive force during
this process. Also, be careful not to touch the electrical contacts or sensor on the camera.
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Make sure the filter is placed stably in parallel to the sensor and not tilted.
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Attach the lens back to your camera and start to take photos.
